CenterPoint Eneray will hold a public open house meeting on Tuesday, September 6, 2011, at Klein United
Methodist Church, located at 5920 FM 2920; Spring, Texas 77388 from 5:00 p.m. o 8:00 p.m. The purpose of
the public meeting is to share information as well as gather input from the public on the yet-fo-be-determined
route of a proposed 138 kV double-circuit transmission line in northern Harris and southern Montgomery
Counties that will provide electric transmission service fo one of the proposed alternate CenterPoint Eneray
Springwoods Substation sites. The proposed transmission line and substation are needed to support a

roposed large master-planned residential and commercial development in an undeveloped area west of

-45 and the Hardy Toll Road. The map below illustrates the proposed alternate substation sites and the
proposed preliminary transmission line segments; however, only one multi-segment transmission line
route and only one of the substation sites will be constructed. CenterPoint Energy will file an application
for a Certificate of Convenience and Necessity (CCN) with the Public Utility Commission of Texas (PUCT)
which regulates CenterPoint Energy, and the PUCT will decide whether the application should be approved
and on which route the transmission fine should be constructed.
There will be a formal presentation about the project followed by answers to questions submitted by the
audience from 6:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. Information stations with representatives from CenterPoint Energy and
environmental specialists POWER Engineers, Inc. will be available before and after the formal presentation
to share information about the project. Individuals who attend the meeting will have an opportunity to ask
questions and express any concerns about the proposed proiject. A quesfionnaire will be provided by the
cqlrlnbpanv fo_l’:1 wadlvnduals to complete regarding their preferences and to provide comments.

You are invited to participate in a public “open house style” meeting hosted by CenterPoint Energy Houston
Electric (CenterPoint Energy) to discuss and gather input on the proposed routing of a transmission line in northern
Harris and southern Montgomery Counties. The proposed new line is needed to provide electric transmission service
to CenterPoint Energy’s proposed Springwoods Substation. The proposed new transmission facilities would include
the construction of a 138kV double-circuit transmission line located along a yet-to-be-determined route connecting an
existing 138kV transmission line corridor and one of the proposed alternate Springwoods Substation sites.

You have received this invitation in accordance with P.U.C. Proc. R. §22.52(a)(4), because you own property
within 300 feet of one of the proposed preliminary transmission line segments shown on the enclosed map. Your
name and address were collected from the tax records at the county appraisal district in which your property is
located. All of the proposed preliminary segments and proposed alternate substation sites shown on the map are
under consideration at this time; however, not all of the segments and substation sites will be constructed when the
Public Utility Commission of Texas determines the final route in an Application for a Certificate of Convenience and
Necessity proceeding.

At the public meeting, CenterPoint Energy will share information about the line routing and alternate
substation sites, and the need for the project. It is an opportunity for area landowners and other interested parties to
provide their input regarding the preliminary transmission line segments and alternate substation sites under
consideration. You will be given an opportunity to make comments on a questionnaire, ask questions, and express
any concerns you might have about the proposed preliminary transmission line segments or proposed alternate
substation sites under consideration. Representatives from CenterPoint Energy and environmental specialists from
the consulting firm of POWER Engineers, Inc. will be available to answer questions, including the need for the
transmission project, the type of structures proposed for the new transmission line and substation, construction
methods to be used, and transmission right-of-way and substation site requirements.

The public meeting will be held on Tuesday, September 6, 2011 from 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. at the Klein
United Methodist Church located at 5920 FM 2920; Spring, Texas 77388, and refreshments will be provided. There
will be a formal presentation about the project followed by answers to submitted audience questions from 6:00 p.m.
to 7:00 p.m. Information stations with personnel available to respond to questions and receive input will be open
before and after the presentation from 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.
