SPECIAL NOTICE TO UTILITY CUSTOMERS

No action is required on your part. You are receiving this notice because
your gas utility service provider has filed an application with the Texas
Railroad Commission (the state agency with regulatory oversight
authority over Texas gas utilities) to recover certain extraordinary costs
incurred in connection with the February 2021 Winter Storm Uri.

After the winter storm, the Texas Legislature enacted and Governor
Abbott signed into law H.B. 1520, which created new rate relief
measures designed to reduce bill impacts for customers. This law
allows affected utilities to recover through securitization financing
their qualifying extraordinary costs incurred to provide service during
Winter Storm Uri. A total of 11 gas utilities timely filed applications
for such relief: AgriTexGas, Atmos Energy, Bluebonnet, CenterPoint
Energy, CoServ Gas, Corix Texas, EPCOR, NatGas, SiEnergy, TGS, and
UniGas. These applications, initially docketed individually, later were
consolidated into a single docket, captioned above, for administrative
efficiency and because they involved common questions of fact and law.
As alleged in their respective applications, these utilities expect that the
use of securitization financing will provide the most cost effective and
affordable method of recovering these costs from customers.

Procedurally, these applications have not yet been adjudicated and
are pending before the Railroad Commission, with a merits hearing
scheduled to occur in Austin from November 2-3, 2021. This docket
already is heavily contested, with formal participation by numerous
intervening parties, each represented by legal counsel, including
the Railroad Commission’s own staff and several coalitions of cities
comprised, in total, of over 200 member cities located throughout Texas.
Additionally, all 11 utilities have been ordered to provide this Special
Notice to customers likely to be affected by their respective applications
and requested relief, if approved. You can find information on practice
and procedures on the Hearings Division's website (https://www.rrc.

AVISO ESPECIAL PARA LOS CLIENTES DE SERVICIOS PUBLICOS

No se require ninguna accién de su parte. Esté recibiendo este aviso
porque su compafifa de gas ha presentado una solicitud ante la Comisién
Ferroviaria de Texas (la agencia estatal que regula los servicios piblicos
de gas en Texas) para recuperar ciertos gastos extraordinarios incurridos
en conexion con la Tormenta Invernal Uri en febrero de 2021.

Después de la tormenta invernal, la Legislatura de Texas aprobg, y el
Gobernador Abbott firmé, la ley H.B. 1520. Esta ley cre6 nuevas medidas
para reducir tarifas disefiadas para disminuir el impacto a las facturas
de los clientes. Esta ley permite a las compafifas de servicios piblicos
afectadas financiar sus gastos extraordinarios incurridos al proveer
servicio durante la Tormenta Invernal Uri por medio de bursatilizacion.
En total, 11 compafifas de gas presentaron solicitudes para obtener
dicho alivio: AgriTexGas, Atmos Energy, Bluebonnet, CenterPoint Energy,
CoServe Gas, Corix Texas, EPCOR, NatGas, SiEnergy, TGS y UniGas.
Estas solicitudes, inicialmente registradas individualmente, luego

fueron consolidadas en un solo expediente, indicado arriba, por razones
de eficiencia administrativa y porque involucran cuestiones comunes

de hechos y ley. Como indican en sus respectivas solicitudes, estas
compafiias creen que el uso de bursatilizacién proveera el medio mas
efectivo y econémico de recuperar estos gastos de sus clientes.

Estas solicitudes todavia no han sido adjudicadas y estan pendientes
ante la Comisién Ferroviaria. La audiencia sobre el fondo estéd
programada para el 2 0 3 de noviembre, 2021 en Austin. Este
expediente se enfrenta con fuerte oposicién, con participacion formal
de numerosas partes intervinientes, cada una con asesoramiento
juridico, incluyendo personal de la Comision Ferroviaria y varias
coaliciones de ciudades, en total compuestas por mas de 200
ciudades de todo el estado de Texas. También, se les ha ordenado a
las 11 compafifas proporcionar este Aviso Especial a sus clientes que
probablemente se veran afectados si se aprueban sus respectivas
solicitudes de alivio.
