	 Texas Pistache	 Pistacia texana	 10 ft.

	 Mexican Plum	 Prunus mexicana	 20 ft.

	 Little Gem Magnolia	 Magnolia grandiflora ‘Little Gem’	 15 - 20 ft.

	 Pygmy Date Palm	 Phoenix roebelenii	 8 ft.

	 Mediterranean Fan Palm	 Chamarops humilis	 15 ft.
